December 7, 1941

The attack caused the deaths of more than 2,400 Americans and left around 1,200 injured.

The attack shocked the United States and led the country to enter World War II

The USS Arizona Memorial is a monument built over the sunken battleship as a tribute to the brave soldiers and sailors.
